Short History

Papua New Guinea occupies the eastern half of the island of New
Guinea off the north east corner of Australia. It is a land of high
mountain ranges and tropical rain forests, with comparatively few
roads. Most of the people (around 85%) live in rural areas, relying
on subsistence farming, and can only be reached by walking from
the nearest road or airstrip. Over 800 languages are spoken.
